








The Pacific County Narcotics Enforcement Team was formed in 2005 in an effort to combat narcotics 

in our communities. This multi-agency task force consists of local, state, and federal partners. 

PACNET is composed of the cities of Raymond, South Bend, Long Beach, and Ilwaco; Washington 

State Patrol, Washington State Fish and Wildlife, United States Coast Guard, Pacific County Prosecu-

tor’s Office and Pacific County Sheriff’s Office. PACNET staff 

currently consists of three full-time deputies,  an administrative 

assistant, and a deputy prosecutor whose primary focus is drug 

trafficking. 

PACNET has been working hard, along with our citizens, to clean 

up our communities. In PACNET’s first three years of operation 57 

narcotics search warrants have been served and 134 arrests have 

been made resulting in 406 chargeable felonies. Most investiga-

tions began with citizen tips. PACNET seizures include 23 vehi-

cles, just under $65,000 cash, and approximately 34 pounds of nar-

cotics with an estimated street value of over $2.9 million.

Force was formed with the passage of Senate 

Bill 6239 in 2006. It is comprised of Grays Har-

bor, Lewis, Cowlitz, Wahkiakum, and Pacific 

Counties.  

Regionally PACNET has assisted on search war-

rants in Grays Harbor, Wahkiakum, Cowlitz, 

and Clatsop Counties. Other cooperative efforts 

include working together on controlled buys and 

arrest warrant sweeps. There have been a total 

of 54 regional PACNET assists to date.  

PACNET has also been involved in 2 multi-

jurisdictional operations in cooperation with the 

Drug Enforcement Administration.
